to rob the south-bound train, No. 17, near Alila, Tulare Co., California. The Express Messenger
offered a gallant resistance, and during the interchange of shots the fireman, -G. W. Radliff, re-
ceived a wound, from the effects of which he died the following day.

It is now known that the attack was made by two brothers, viz : Bob and Emmet Dalton,
described as follows :

BOB DALTON : About twenty-three years of age (but might be taken for 23); height, 6 [t.
12 inches ; well built and straight; light complexion, but florid and healthy looking ; boyish beard
and mustache ; light hair and eyes; weight, 180 to 190 1bs.; large, bony, long fingered hands,
showing no acquaintance with work ; large nose and eavs ; white teeth; long, sunburned neck,
square features. WWas wearing square, box-toed, custom made, new, calfskin boots with morocco
legs, size 8}4. Is a good poker and card player ; drinks whisky in moderation, but does not chew
tabacco ; smokes brown paper cigarettes occasionally.

EMMETT DALTON : Between 20 and 21 years of age ; nearly 6 feet in height ; weight,
about 180 1bs.; well built ; hair lighter than Bab’s ; no mustache nor whiskers ; looks the counter-

part of Beb ; has scar on forehead, over eye ; also plays cards and drinks in moderation, but does
not use tobacco.

On the 2d inst, they left San Luis Obispo County, on horseback, and on the Sth disposed of
their horses at Ludlow, a station on the A. & P. Railway, about 100 miles east of Mojave, and
there took passage on an East-bound train, since which time no trace of them has been obtainedl.

The Daltons are brothers, and it is believed that Bob and Emmett came to California from
Indian Territory in the latter part of 1890, and Grat. in January, 1891, and that they now have
relations and friends in that region.
